Cardston Community Theatre Scholarship 2021

Description of Award:

The Cardston Community Theatre (CCT), has set aside a sum of S600 per annum to be
awarded to deserving applicants. The maximum amount to be given to any one individual is
S500. If two or more candidates are selected, the S600 will be divided at the discretion of
the CCT Board of Directors.

Award Requirements:

The scholarship is available to any high school graduating student who will be registered in
a post-secondary institution within two years after graduation from high school. The
applicants must have participated in at least one CCT production during their high school
years or two or more during their junior high school years. The student must have left a
positive influence on the production, helping out with more than just acting, and
participated as a team member in other aspects of the production. The applicant must
enroll in at least one fine arts class in the post-secondary school, in theatre, drama, music,
dance, or art. Money will be provided when proof registration is supplied from the
scholarship recipient.

Application Procedure:

Interested students must prepare:

1. Aletter of application

2. Aresume

3. Anessay on “The importance of the theatre arts in my future plans. This should be
one page, double-spaced, and typed.

Application Deadline: 1st Friday in May

Selection Procedure:

Applications will be reviewed by a selection committee from the CCT Board of Directors.
Students location school will not be a deciding factor, however, if there are an inordinate
number of applications, first preference will be given to those living within Cardston or
Cardston County. Notification of the scholarship awards will be given at the graduation
ceremony in June.
